Would that there 
might be such a re-awakening of the 
apostle's influence in the valley 
of Eliots grave, that it might not be too 
late to save our poor Indian tribes that 
remain; aye more, that past holy influ­
ences might combine with the present 
to move all classes, tribes, aud people of 
this great nation to works of righteous­
ness.

She could not ask those in the house 
with her to take care of it every day in 
her absence, and she bethought herself 
what a good idea it would be 
to bpen a place for taking care of chil­
dren while their mothers were at work. 
Thinking the matter over, she found she 
knew quite a number of mothers, widows, 
or the victims of improvident husbands, 
who, like herself, con Id go out to a day's 
work, if they could get their childreu 
taken care of. She embarked iu the busi­
ness , charging ten cents per day for each 
child, the parent furnishing its food; and 
now she occupies a whole floor, and often 
has as many as twenty babies iu her indi­
vidual care. She receives the baby in the 
morDing with its food, and feeds and at­
tends to it until the mother or father calls 
for it in the evening. In many pases 
where the mother has died the father finds 
her a great help, and in several cases 
children are put to board with her. 

There is a Bible in the possession of the 
Potter family of Rhode Island which is 
not only notable for its antiquity, but for 
the history connected with it. It be­
longed to John Rogers, the martyr. 
During the- persecutions of the early 
martyrs he hid it to keep it from falling 
into the hands of Gardiner and Bonner or 
their spies. John Rogers was burned at 
the stake more than three centuries ago. 
After his death the Bible fell into the 
hands of his eldest son, descendants of 
whom came to Amorioa in 1(130, bringing 
the book with them. This was the family 
pf James Rogers, who, in travelling 
through tfie New England wilderness, 
carried.the Bible in his bosom and used it 
for a pillow. It was believed that it was 
an amulpt that kept off the devil and the 
Indians)" It descended through three 
generations of the Rogerses In this coun­
try to Judith Rogers, who married Thos. 
Potterof Hopkinton, 11. I., in 1753. The 
Bible has been iu the possession of the 
Potted family ever since. It is Matthews 
or Grai)m0r's Bible, and it is not divided 
into verse^&ts arrangement of chapters 
differs-iriaterially from that of the King 
James version. It contains the liturgy of 
the English chufch iu the reign of Edward

How Sealskin is Prepared. 

Few of those wearing a sealskin sacque 
have any knowledge of the process by 
which the skins are prepared for use. 
Seen when first taken from the animal, 
they little resemble the warm, glossy 
skins worn upon our streets, for until 
dyed and cured, they are of a light brown 
hue, coarse and full of sand. Before be­
coming valuable, they are shaved down on 
the flesh side until not thicker than paper, 
the long hairs are pulled out, and the fur 
dyed. 

The cost of the article is due to the 
labor expended on it. The raw skins are 
sold in London, where the finishing is 
done, and then shipped back to America, 
where they are sold with a heavy duty 
added. 

The killing season in Alaska begins 
about the twelfth of June, and one hun­
dred thousand are usually ready for ship­
ment a month later. The work of 
slaughtering the animals is done by 
natives who live upon the St. Paul and 
St. George islands, and the process is an 
interesting one. When skins are wanted, 
the natives go to the rookeries, station 
themselves along the shore between. the 
seals and the water, and, at a given sig­
nal, spring to their feet and make as much 
noise as possible. 

The frightened victims, timid as deer, 
then stampede up the beach, and are 
driven like sheep a few miles inland, until 
their captors attack them with hickory 
clubs. Being knocked senseless, they are 
stabbed with long, sharp knives, and the 
skins are quickly stripped from the bodies. 
The work is divided among the men— 
some knocking the seals down, others 
stabbing them, and still others taking oft' 
the skins: 

The native Indians number about three 
hundred, ami, under the terms of the 
lease, are provided gratis, by the com­
pany, with warm houses, sixty tons of 
coal, a doctor and a schoolmaster, salmon, 
and other necessities and comforts. For 
their labor the men are paid some 
forty thousand dollars altogether, each 
season, a sum more than sufficient to meet 
the limited needs of life in a region of 
almost perpetual fogs and utter isolation.

How to Hang Pictures. 

In regard to the hanging of pictures, a 
few cardinal principles may not be lost 
sight of. Pictures are made to be seen. 
They should not be hung so higli that one 
has to stretch one's neck to see them. A 
picture highly worked up in detail should 
be' closer to the eye than a strong, broad 
composition, in which all parts of the 
composition are put iifinasses. Family 
pictures should be confined to family 
rooms. The light on a picture should 
come from the same side as the light in a 
picture. Pictures on the line of sight 
should always be hung flat on the wall; 
those above the line of sight may for con­
venience of inspeotion be tilted slightly 
forward. Large heavy frames should 
never be tilted forward directly ahove 
sofas or chairs that are close to the wall, 
They always seem dangerqus. It is nqt 
pleasant to havp the consgiousness of a 
two-hundred-pomid man just over one's 
head, and his whole body swung oqt of 
the cenft-e of gravity. Groups of pictures 
are only effective when there is harmony 
of subject, of color and of fitness in the 
framing. Old paintings aud new ones 
almost always injure each other when 
hung close together. Few pictures should 
be hung in the dining-room, and care 
should be taken in the selection of sub­
jects. The writer was once obliged tQ 
take his dinner with an QrieRtyl e^egur 
tioner an<} a clecqpitated victim on one 
Side qf hini, and a lugubrious Christian 
martyr by Max on the other. It was 
almost as distressing as a Crucifixion iu a 
billiard room or the death of Marat in a 
bath-room. It la not appetizing to have 
realistic pictures of dead fish In the dining-
room, nor does it add to the cheerfulness 
of a parlor to give ' 'The Death Bed of 
Abraham Lincoln" a prominent place. 
Glazed pictures should never be hung 
opposite a window, as they are sure to 
reflect the light disagreeably. Masonic 
certificates, certificates of membership in 
a missionary society, etc., are not pictures 
at all-, no matter how much ornamented. 
They are purely personal affairs and 
should not be framed or hung at all. They 
interest nobody but the owner and his 
dearest friends, and are almost never 
ornamental. One should not be egotistical 
in his pictures any more than in. bis con-
versatlon.— Waverley Magazine. . - v

Knights of Honor. 

At the request of a member of the 
Knights of Honor of this place we publish 
the following taken from the Meriden 
Daily Republican: 

"The order of the Knights of Honor, of 
which General Frank D. Sloat of New 
Haven is the supreme executive head, was 
organized June 30, 1873, and up to April 
1 of the present year had paid §14,000,000 
from its benefit fund to over 7,000 fami­
lies. The membership last June was 133,-
227. The number of the assessments that 
had been levied upon members up to the 
close of last December (ten years and a 
half) was one hundred and fifty, an aver­
age of less than fifteen per year. The 
amount of insurance being $2,000, it will 
be seen that one who has been a member 
from the beginning has carried his insur­
ance at an expense of less than three-
quarters of one per cent. The largest 
number of assessments in auy one year 
has been twenty, which is a yearly pre­
mium of but one per cent, on the amount 
of insurance. The total number of deaths 
at the close of 1884 had been 6,914."

Mr. Wright, 
in the few months he has been in busi­
ness in this village, has plainly manifest­
ed that he is a thorough business man, 
prompt, genial and good-hearted. Mr. 
Burns is much in need of rest, having 
never fully recovered from his very 
severe illness of last fall, and a release 
will be greatly to his advantage. Just 
what he will do in the future is not fully 
decided. 

It is high time that a new court room 
and lock-up were talked of for this village. 
The same inconvenient, damp, poorly-
located, poorly-ventilated and iuadequate 
structure that was used when the court 
business of this town was only a fraction 
of what it is at the present time, is still 
used. It cau only be termed an apology 
for what it is designed for. That a per­
son awaiting trial should be obliged to 
remain for an hour, or possibly a day, in 
such an unwholesome place as that under­
ground room, is a disgrace. That persons 
should be confined where men, women 
and children passing to and fro can see 
them, is anything but advantageous. 
Several times during the past year the re­
mains of some unfortunate victim, await­
ing examination, have had to be removed 
to the upstairs room, reached by a nar­
row, crooked stairway. Frequently an 
important case is brought for hearing be­
fore a judge, and for a whole day the 
judge, lawyers, officers, witnesses and 
prisoner are crowded into a space less 
than a dozen feet square, while outside 
the railing every inch of standing room is 
taken up with spectators, and the air be­
comes so full of poison that every one is 
sure of at least a rousing headache before 
the trial is over. Such are a part of the 
facts concerning the inadequateness of 
the court-room and lock-up in this village 
and is it so that they must still continue 
to exist? 

Is Enfield ever to honor itself with.a 
soldiers' monument? is a question which 
naturally arises in the minds of the 
patriotic citizens of this town, and to 
the question no one would wish to say 
nay. At the declaration of war this town 
did its part to furnish strong-hearted 
soldi-jrs. At the calls for recruits others 
bid adieu to their dear ones and went forth 
to battle. Only a part ever returned and 
of these, during the twenty years which 
have elapsed, nearly one-half have receiv­
ed their final discharge. It was thought 
possible at one time that Samuel Brown 
Post, G. A. R., would be able to raise 
something of a fund for this object, and 
an effort was made by that organization, 
but the drains upon the Post have been 
many; needy soldiers ' have had to be 
aided from the treasury, funeral expenses 
of a number of the departed comrades 
have been assumed,, and with other in­
cidentals the. srhaU sums saved are eaten 
up and the'Post-flnds that not a.member 
wilt livelong'enough to see a monument 
purchased:: inthat^ way. Substantial, aid

What Our Neighbors ' Over the Line' Say. 

It is refreshing to read this prosy 
story a Republican scribe has racked his 
brain over and worked up regarding our 
charitable institution, after perusing 
in the columns of that paper the daily 
record of the Tewksbury scandal of not 
long since: • ' *'^-'0^ t 

" Enfield's two hundred years of liv­
ing have extracted from this sober town 
the ambitious idea that she is to hold a 
great city that shall make her famous. 
Aside from the busy village of Thomp-
sonville oft' in one corner, the town is like 
an old man retired from business, full of 
money and charitable ideas. Enfield is 
the most conservative and most charitable 
town iu the state. She has never forgot­
ten her early training when a part of Mas­
sachusetts. So when the state board of 
charities said she treated the poor the 
best of any in the state, it is not to be 
wondered at. Nineteen paupers live like 
princes now in the town poor-house and 
drive out behind a fine pair of steeds 
when they get a chance. Their quarters 
are on 'one of the pleasantest spots in 
town. A house with every convenience, 
gives them three square meals a day and 
a furnished room and warm bed to every 
several ope at night, while eighty acres 
of good land afford exercise for those who 
are able to take it. The men and women 
eat at separate tables, food made from 
the best provisions in market, and each 
drinks a big bowl of coffee or tea at every 
meal. Most are too old to work, so they 
gather in different rooms well heated and 
furnished and gabble and smoke the hours 
away. Nearly all use tobacco in some 
form and the town indulges this petty 
weakness by allowing each twenty cents 
worth a month. They are all ducked in 
bath-tub once a week, too, and made to 
keep themselves tidy. No wonder their 
envious eyes gaze toward this haven and 
that when one gets about so old, weary 
and neglected, he seeks refuge ther 
where three sumptuous repasts each day 
are served, followed by a dreamy smoke 
and gurglings of reminiscences of eighty 
years or more of active life. Many who 
have money prefer this to any other, and 
so give it to the town to support them 
Indeed the word " pauper" is fast losin 
its repulsive meaning, and the day would 
seem not far distant when the town farm 
would be a popular resort for all classes 
But Enliekl has the right idea and prefers 
to treat her poor like human beings 
or else let them alone. The present keep 
ers of the house, Mr. and Mrs. Moody 
have had an increase of §200 in their sal 
ary to keep them from going to a state in 
stitution of the same kind."

The work of stone-ballasting the track 
of the Consolidated road has been carried 
up as far as Longmeadow, and the day-
laborers engaged upon it have been taken 
up from Hartford every morning by special 
train and brought back at night. The 
laborers have been receiving $1.35 per 
day, but on Monday two-thirds of them 
refused to work short of §1.50 per day, 
and in trying to induce the remaining 
third to join thein in the strike some con­
siderable trouble arose. The strikers 
were paid off anil discharged. 

Solomon's Stables. 

A correspondent of the Wavcrley Maga­
zine thus describes one of the most 
famous of the ruined monuments of the 
greatness of Jerusalem: Descending a 
flight of stone steps, w e found ourselves 
in a most wonderful series of underground 
vaults. These vaults evidently boasted of 
an antiquity of centuries anterior to the 
Christian era, and yet were marvellously 
well preserved. In some places the rub­
bish was so deep that we were within ten 
feet of the arched roofs, and again it was 
at least forty feet to the roof, showing the 
real altitude of the supporting piers. We 
wandered hither and thither by the aid of 
candles, sometimes in stygian darkness 
on the brows of greedy chasms, and theu 
again in broad daylight. I suppose these 
magnificent vaults reach over acres of 
ground, and perhaps honeycomb the whole 
mountain. Doubtless, further investiga­
tion would bring to light discoveries of 
great interest. I measured one of the 
stones, and found it to be just sixty feet 
long and perhaps four feet square. With­
out much thought, I incline to the belief 
that these really were Solomon's stables, 
and therefore among the wonders which 
the Queen of Sheba inspected. I reason 
this out on very simple grounds. Solomon 
certainly had some magnificent establish­
ment of this sort, for we read in the 
twenty-sixth verse of the fourth chapter 
of First Kings that he "had forty thousaud 
stalls of horses for his chariots and twelve 
thousand horsemen." The Jewish bevels 
on the stones throw these vaults back to 
a vory remote past. These two fac'.s 
dovetail together well. Besides that, 
Josephus speaks of vast subterranean 
vaults of the temple, in which people hid 
themselves at the time of the investment 
of the city by Titus. . 

Terra Pinna not Pirm. 

More than 4000 persons set their feet on 
American soil for the first time at Castle 
Garden Saturday. They came from near­
ly every quarter of the globe, and their 
different styles of dress, their peculiarities 
of customs and their bewildering diversi­
ty of language and dialect made an inter­
esting study for the anthropologist of 
which there are plenty about the Garden. 

It has been proved beyond all peradven-
ture that married people suffer less from 
sickness—have fewer diseases and live 
longer lives than the unmarried; this is 
true of both sexes. When cholera rages 
it takes away more single than inarrried 
people, and so of all contagions. Moral: 
Join the ranks. We have facilities for 
doing nice wedding invitations and 
cards. 

The largest gun ever made for the Uni­
ted States government has been shipped 
by the South Boston Iron Co. to the ord­
nance-proving station at Sandy Hook. 
The gun has been in the process of con­
struction since last August. It is thirty-
two feet in length, weighs fifty-three tons 
and is of twelve inch calibre. It carries 
an 800-pound shot, and uses 150 pounds 
of powder iu one discharge, aud is in­
tended for an experiment long-range rifle 
gun. 

Many persons imagine the earth under 
their feet to be a rigid immovable mass. 
It is found by scientific tests to be any­
thing but that. It is ns flexible and yield­
ing as India rubber, almost. It is never 
really still. It quivers and throbs and 
warps and bends night and day, and even 
in the absence of all merely local agencies 
that can be detected. Not only is this the 
case on the surface, but it is the same 
when a position in a deep mine is taken. 
This instability of the earth or the con­
stancy of its tremors is attributed to 
causes directly connected with the vary­
ing intensity of atmospheric and oceanic 
pressures. The placing of a great weight 
—as a mountain, for example—on any 
portion of the surface will naturally tend 
to produce a depression of the surface at 
that point, and consequently movement; 
but it was probably never imagined until 
now that when the barometer rises an 
inch over a land area like that of Aus­
tralia, the increased load of air sinks the 
entire continent two or three inches below 
the normal level. Over a like sea area, 
the water surface may be depressed a 
foot or more. Thus, as the mass of air 
sweeps in wind or creeps by slower con­
vection from place to place, the yielding 
earth sways up and down beneath its 
weight, The increased accumulation of 
air over a given locality is found to in­
fluence the pendulum iu the manner of 
(although, of course, to a much less ex­
tent), a solid mass, as a mountain. The 
tide* exercise a disturbing power similar 
to that of the atmosphere; thus, the heap­
ing waters of the flood depress the shore, 
whereas the ebb permits it to rise again.
