DIVERS DIAMOND DECEPTIONS,

“Is there a large amount of imposi-
tion at present in your business?” asked
a reporter of a dinmond dealer.

“In an artiole where not one in a
hundred has any knowledge whatever,
and nok more than one in ten thousand
is & good judge, there must nccessarily
be a good denl of imposition. The
methods of cheating. may be divided
into three classes. The first and most
common is when flawed, imperfect or

water, flawless gems. This takes place
every day and every hour of the day.
Those who are the principal sufferers
are would-be smart persons who snatdh
at a so-called bargain and deserve what
they get. II people would remember
that fine diamonds are the easiest things
to sell in the wérld, that any jeweler
who deals in gems is always willing to
purchase at a small deduction from our-
rent rates, they would not be bitten so
often.

*‘The next twomethods are swindling
pure and simples. There are several
precious stones which are of an entirely
different composition to the dinmond,

none but experts can distinguish them.
Even experts have often to test these
“before they can discover the imposition.
The basis of the diamond, as almost
everybody knows, is carbon. The basis
of the stones I now allude to is alumnia,
and they are known under the generic
term ‘carodums.’ The prinocipal stones
substituted and sold for dinmonds are the
white sapphire, white topaz and the
gzircon or jargon. White sapphire and
topaz are worth fromm $2 to $8 a carat,

gircon much less. Bushels of these
stones have been and are still sold for
diamonds. They can be at once identi-
fied 'by experts for their inferior hard-
ness and difference in specifio gravity.

The specific gravity of the diamond is
8.9, that of white sapphires and topaz is
8.5, zircon 4.4 :
“The last method of swindling is
when imitation stones made in various
ways are sold for the genuine article.
More of this is carriel on than you
would think possible. In Europe, es-
pecially in Paris, the art of making fine
imitations of diamonds has been bronght
to perfection. Many of these, of course,
are sold for what they are, many are
made for wealthy people, who, in tem-
porary difficulties, wish to roise money
on their diamonds, and have these stones
set in the same manner to wear while
the real artiole is out of their reach, bat
large quantities are set in fine style and
sold for first-water dinmonds. A dealer
or jeweler is seldom victimized in this
way, except when one or two stones ar

mixed with a very parcel.” :

HALF-EDUCATIIN,

A Maine correspondent tells n gtod -
deal of truth in relation to the fact of
too much teaching of youth ; that is,
too much half education. The writer's
statements remind us of what Daniel
Webster once said, namely, that he
learned more the first year after he left
college than he did the whole time he
was there. Here is what the correspon-
dent saya:

*The sickly colleges scattered around
the land are responsible for the very
large number of failures in life. Boys
have been taken from plow, plane and
anvil and sent to the great cities to be
poor lawyers, miserable doctors and
wretched ministers, until failing in these
pursuits they degenerate into lightniug-
rod peddlers and book agents, to finally
disappear beneath the earth they had
encumbered when above it. Worst of
all, it engenders a feeling of publio
dependence in the minds of youth. It
takes away the spur to which we are
indebted for most of our great men.—A
thorough common school education is
ample basis for good citizenship.

**Why, my dear sir, we have men in
this town (Saco) who think a boy with
all the common school education in the
world a fool, without a smattering of
Greek, ILatin, French, German, and
particularly botany; and these are the
men who would' demoralize our country
by giving our children a fancy, fashion-
able education, which unfits at least
nihe-tenths of our young men and
maidens to get an honest living. Itis
a8 plain as the noonday in this town and
Biddeford that the free high school is a
ourse to the rising generations. I fits
them only for consumers. Our grammar
schools are excellent, and if it were nof
for the high school temptation we should
have some first-rate farmers and me-
chanies and fishermen.

The ancient opal
mines. have pever been discovered, but
there were np doubt deposits of the pre-
cious stones in Arabia, Syria and :per-
haps other parts of Asia, from which the
ancients obtajned their gems.

. Central America and Mexico abound
in opal-bearing districts, which are much
more abundant than might be supposed ;
but perhnps the finest opals of the pres.

As stated, the finest opals are now
found in Hungarian mines. When first
‘extracted from their native matrix, the
gems are soft, friable, tender and easily
broken. The first thing to be done is to
expose them o the air and light fora
few days, until they have become hard,
and then their colors begin to appear.
At the same time the change takes place
Jin the gem, it becomes also reduced in
size from the evaporation.of the quarry
water containedin its veins. . Great care
jmust-be exercised in drying the stone,
or it will split and crack in o thousand
directions, and become ufterly worth-
dess. Itisalsa liable to another calam-
ity, if exposed to & high temperature—
that is, of losing iridescente, and, when
this once happens, the stone is abso-
lutely worthless, -

HOW FISH ARE SPREAD,

In looking over the most recent faunal
lists of this pertion ofs the country,
writes Dr. O. O. Abbott in his forthcom-
ing ““ Rambles About Home,” I find that
much of our zoovlogical literature is
somewhat amusing. By a preconceived
notion of what should be the geogra-
phical distribugion of the fishes, and
other animals as well, these *‘system-
atic” writers gravely assert that in sueh
B river a fish is found, but that it never
wanders either to the eastward or west.
ward. Perhaps originally this was true
of our rivers, ns the river itself deter-
mined the range of specific variation

‘that has ultimately come about ; but no

river could retain all the species that
originated in it. There are too many
possible ways by which fish can be
safely transported long distances for us
to assert that none of them have oper-
ated in stocking a neighboring stream
with species not native and to the man-
ner born. There is undoubted evidence
on record of whirlwinds gnthering up

-immense numbers® of ‘minute fish and

landing them miles away. These show-
ers of fishes, frogs, and even sslaman-'
ders, are not unknown, even if they are
ancommon ; and strange wounld it be if
all such wind trapsported species should
fall upon dry grennd, and never into the
water. Fertilized eggs, too, can like-
wise be blown a long distance even over
low ranges of hills which sometimes sep-
arate river valleys, and so give rise fo a
race of fishes that previously wera
unknown in the locality. Eggs, too,
might readily adhere to the mud tha
often clings to the feet of wading birds,
and would thus be gently replaced in a
distant river, miles away from that in
which they were deposited by the parent
fish. The present extensive system of
canals also has tended to mingle the
ichthyic faunas of our various river
systems. And when all these possible,
probable and actual conditions are con-
sidered it need excite no wonderif in
any one of our yivers or its tributaries
we now find oceasional individuals of
nnsuspected spedies. '

“

MOUNT SHASTA.

In strong contrast with the Arctic -
condition of Mount Shasta (Cal.) to-day,
are the circumstances attending ifs
up-building, when it was an active voi-
cano belching forth streams of fiery luva
that-flowed down the slopes now occu-
pied by ice. It isa battlefield of ihe
elements within the earth against hose
above it. In its early days the forces
beneath it were victorious, and built :p
the mountain in the face of wind aud -
weather, but gradually the volcanic
energy died away, and the low temper-
ature called into play those destructive
agents which are now reversing the pro-
cess and gradually reducing the monn-
tain toward a general level. A micro-
scopical examination of the rocks of
Mount Shasta reveals the fuct that it is
composed chiefly, if not wholly, of three
kinds of lava. Several small areas of
metamorphic rocks occnr within its
borders, but there is mo evidence to
show that they form any considerable
portion of the mountain.

From the fact that there are three .
kinds of lava in the structure of Mount
Shasta, it must not be concluded that
they all issued from the same volcanio
vent, nor that they were effused from
three separzte and distinct openings.

ing of Mount Shasta have b

‘'over twenty volcanic openings, of which
two have been pritcipal and far more
prolific thin4ll the parasitic vents com-
bined. This enumeration does not in-
clude those large fissures in the side of the
cone, which are evidently attributable
to the hydrostatic pressure of the molten
mass within. The small number of
parasitic cones on the slopes of Monut
Shasta is somewhat remarkable ; especi-
ally when we compare it with the largest
voleano in Enrope. Although it is much
higher than tna, its base’is less expan-
give, and its size is about half that of
the mighty monarch of the Mediter-
ranean. Upon the irregular slopes of
Mina, there are 200 prominent subsi-
diary cones, besides over 400 of smaller
gize. On the contrary, Mount Shasta
has but a score of such accessories, and
the remarkable regularity of its acute
form forcibly expresses the highly con-
centrated typo of voleanic energy which
it represents.

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OUR WASHINGTON LETTER.
W AsmINGTON, December 7, 1885.

DEAR GAzeTTE :— Congress meets to-day
under circumstances of unusual interest.
The death of the vice-president:made the
selection of a pro tempore president of the
senate a duty taking precedence of all
other matters of organization details. At
the first caucus of republican senators Mr.
Edmunds, ina mostcomplimentary speech, «
urged the nomination of General Logan
by acclammation. This was carried with
enthusiasm, when to the surprise of every
one General Logan very gracefully, but
resolutely, declined the honor. An ad-
journment was had to Saturday, when the
caucus ‘with the same unanimity placed
John Sherman in nomination, and he, in
an appropriate acknowledgment of his
appreciation of the honor conferred, ac-
cepted the nomination.

In the house republican caucus Mr.
Reid, of Maine, was placed in nomination
for speaker. There was a friendly con-
tast between the friends of Mr. Reid and
Mr. Hiscock, of New York. There is
little in the selcction other than the rule,
which is supposed to govern in'such cases,
{hat the person upon whom the honor is
conferred is to be the leader of his party’s
forces on the floor of the house. Colonel
Whaite succeeded in securing for Connecti-
cut’s deposed internal revenue collector,
Colonel J. H. Selden, of Norwich, the
nomination for doorkeeper. The demo-
crats nominated ex-Speaker Carlisle for
his old place, and made a new departure
in dropping their last year's chaplain and
selecting Mr. Milburn, the blind preacher,
who was once a chaplain of the bouse be-
fore the war. :

Both houses are to adjourn to-day on
completing their organization out of re-
spect for the late vice-president. The
president’s message will not be sent in
therefore till to-morrow.

The first act of the senate to-morrow
will be the passage of the Edmunds Elec-
toral Count bill, and Senator Hoar’s Presi-
dential Succession bill:  Both these meas-
ures passed the republican senate last ses-
sion, but the democratic house refused to
act on them. Now as that party is to
profit by these cnactments there is little
doubt that both bills will speedily become
laws. There will be a lively discussion in
the house over an effort to change the
ritles so as to clip the obstruction wings of
Samuel J. Randall. To defeat this effort
to curtail his power and influence over
legislation Mr. Randall is accused of put-
ting forth the startling announcement that
not only has the national debt just in-
creased for the first time since the war, but

’

that the cstimated expenses of the govern-

ment for the next fiscal year exceed the
estimated receipts by more than fifteen
millions of dollars. Other democrats accuse
him of instigating the Tilden letter urging
an immediate reconstruction of our navy
.and coast defences. There is neither
logical connection or consistency in these
charges, but it all goes to show that the
jnharmonious democracy are preparing
for themselves a very cxhilarating and
hard winter in congress. The country
has had its last day of vacation, and there
will be no peace for the party in power or
the nation till after the ides of July. Tle
Sunday Capital, which essays to be the
leading democratic paper here, in an ar-
ticle from the pen of its chief contribuior
yesterday, makes the following bold if rot
plausibleassertions anent the Tilden lettcr.
He says:—

“] am told that there is considerable
milk in the Tilden coast defense cocoanut.
There is something very comical about
this old gentleman at Greystone working
himself into a statc of high public spirit
on the subject of our defenseless sca coast.
The true inwardness is something of this
sort, according to the stories that are go-
ing about: - The eminent Mr. Barnum, of
Connecticut, and some of the democratic

_ statesmen of the thrifty sort whohave Mr
Tilden’s car have got an idea that lots of
money is to be made out of the construc-
tion of heavy guns and the steel for forti-
fications. They are said to have carefully
laid their plans to rake in the millions that
are to be got out of this business. Mr.
Tkandall finding out what was going on,
has begun to bestir himself to see that
Pennsylvania does not getleftin the grand
distribution of contracts. Mr. Barnum
and the others who are with him have
stirred up Mr. Tilden to write a.letter
which is thought will have great influcnce
with democratic members of Congress
and grease the way in both liouses for the
passage of leavy appropriations. It is
barely possible that our great coast de-
fenders have asceriained that Mr. Cleve-
land does'not take quite so much interest
in their schemes as they would like to
have him, and that for this reason they
have invoked the voice of Mr. Tilden two
days before the meeting of congress and
ihe publication of the president’s message.”

Ebitor GazerTe :—DBoycotting .seems at
tlie present time to be very common. Ido
not write to commend or condemn the
present mode, nor: enter into a discussion
of the merits of the case. It may be of
interest to.some of your readers, to be re.
minded of some early movements in -this
line. When Wilberforce and hisassociates
were fighting 1hc slave trade in England
the friends of the cause pledged them-
selves not to purchascany goods that were
produced in whole or part by slave labor.
Ithink Mr. Wilberforce stated that 600,-
000 signed that pledge.

As early as 1830 two Quakeress ladies in
Darien, Conn., urged all abolitioaists to
take the same pledge and many of us ab-
stuined from buying articles produced by
slaves so far as it was possible. How far
it helped the cause along it is impossible
to know. About the yenr 1841 or 1842, a
man in Georgetown, Conn., builta large
housc and store, and filled it with the usual
variety of goods usual in a country store
at that time, and of course, a good supply
of intoxicating liquors. One of his custo-
mers was a kind-hearted fellow, a goop
citizen, a kind husband and but for strong
drink a good churchman, His wife plead-
ed with the merchant to desist from selling
her husbaud liguor, but his reply to her
tearful pleading was, ‘I shall sell him his
liquor as long as' he has. money to pay to
for it.” She reported her trouble to some
ladies of the church, and they visited the
dealer and entered their plea and protest,
and got the same reply. This was report-
ed back to the temperance scoicty, and &
committee was appointed to w .it on him,
and got the same answer. This led to
boycotting his store, which “acted like a
charm.

HOW PLUG HATS ARE MADE.

To make the silk stove-pipe hats, a
large square of muslin is dipped into
shellac, wrung out and then strefched
over a wooden frame to dry. After dry-
ing it is cut up into sizes and shapes
suitable for the various parts of the hat,
Some pieces are cut on the bias for the
crowns of hats, others are stiffened par-
ticularly for the brims, while the muslin
for the central cyliuders, which are the
sides, io cut into oblong squares. The
materisl for a dozen of these hats is
then given to a workman, who draws the
frame of the hat together around the
block aud fastons it by means of a hot
iron. The shell of tho hat, as it is onlled
is then varnished and dried, making it
gtiff, and then the silk plush is put on,
8 man ironing it to the shella-ccovered
shell and sponging it with water at every
stroke of the iron. Girls sew in the
brim after the sides of the shell have
been fastened, and then the seams are
gone over with a hot iron, which con-
ceals all traces of them. The brim is
then curled, as in the case of a folt ar-
tiole, and then the hat goes away to the
luering machine, where polish brushes,
revolving rapidly, give it a high polish.
From the luering machine it gocs to the -
hands of a girl, wlo trims it and puts in

AVo0OADO PEARS, commonly called
“‘alligator,” are delicious for breakfast
or lungh. Quarter them, and remove
the pylp with a gilver knife; spread it
.on sliceg of bread, and season with salé
and pepper to taste.

RAmROAD CARE.—Omne cup sugar, one
tabléspponful of butter beaten fo a
cream, three eggs beaten to a froth, one
cup flour, three tablespoonfuls sweet
milk, gne teaspoonful cream of tartar,
halt tgaspoonful soda, half teaspoonful
salt.

A EBEFRESHING DRINE IN FEVERS.—
Put a little sage, two sprigs of balm,
and a little sorrel into a stone jar, hav-
ing firgt washed and dried them. Peel
thin a small lemon, slice it, and put a
small piece of the peel in; then pourin
three pints of boiling water. Sweeten,
and cover it close.

HoW To WASH BLACE CALICOES.—Pul
the calicoes in a boiler, with enough
cold water to cover them well, and let
themd gome to a boil. Then take out
into clean water, and soap and rub any
part of the white (if there is any) which
still looks soiled, after which rinse,
wring a8 dry as possible, and dry
quickly.

M.k savce-—Rub one tablespoonful
of butter into a large cup of sugar, add
two beaten eggs and work all to a froth.
Wet one-half a teaspoonful of corn-
starch and stir into the mixfure; then
stir in five tablespoonfuls of boiling
milk, beating well all the time. Set the
dish in o pan of boiling water and
simmer five minutes. Flavor to taste.

TarsE CAKES are recommended by a
correspondent : Half a pound of butter,
half o pound of sifted sugar, three entire
eggs and three yolks, one tablespoonful
of orange flower water and half a pound
of sifted flour. Rub the butter to a
cream with the sugar ; and the eggs and
the orange flour water, afterward the
flour. Bake little cakes of the same on
a well-buttered pan.

Try THIS PUDDING: Two eggs and
their weight in butter, sugar and flour.
Have the butter soft, and mix it with
the sugar. Beat the whites and yolks
of the eggs separately, and mix with

peel of half a lemon, and then stir in
the sifted flonr. Pour into a buttered
pan, filling it a little more than half
full, and bake in a moderate oven.

Iron sTAaNs.—These may be removed
with juice of lemon, or of sorrel leaves ;
but if these fail, moisten the stain spots
with water and rub on a little powdered
oxalic acid. Wash the acid off thor-
oughly soon after it is put om, or it
will eat the cloth. Also, wash it from
your hands, and keep it away from
children, for it is poisonous in the
mouth. Ink stains may be taken out
in this way. Acids had better be used
only on white goods.

Mgz. P. T. BArxuM’s recipe for prepar-
ing pigs’ feet is admirable: Wrap each
foot in a cotton bandage, wound about
it two or three times, and cord it with
twine. When all the feet are ready
plunge them into boiling water, and
boil them for four hours. Let them
remsip in the bandages until they are
aeeded to fry, boil or pickle. The skin
will hold together while cooking, and
when eaten they will be tender and
delicate as possible.

Ter ForrowiNg is the simplest and
best way of cleaning light kid gloves,
except the lavender color, which cannob

‘has her weak and

be thus freated : Put the gloves on the
hands, then wet an old and very soft
gilk handkerchief with milk, and rub on
it a pieco of white soap. Apply this to
the soiled portions till the spots disap-
pear, then wet the entire glove, and
pull and stretch it until dry. With
proper care the drying will be effected
withont wrinkles.

FrRIED CAULIFLOWER must be served
hot ; clean and wash the caulifiower well,
parboil it in salt in water and ent in
small pieces. Make a batfer of three
tablespoonfuls of flour with two yolks of
eggs and cold water or milk enough to
make a thin paste, adding half a ten-
spoonful of olive oil and a little salt,
mixing well Beat the whites of the
eggs to a stiff froth and mix with the
rest. Dip the pieces of eauliflower in
the batter and fry In hot fat. Take
them out of the pan with a skimmer,
turn them in a warm colander and
sprinkle salt over them, serving hot.

Too oFTEN the bones of roast beef,
pouliry or game are thrown away as
worthless when they would make an
appetizing soup. Break the bomnes in
pieces and put them in the soup kettle
with sufficient water salted to taste for
the amount of soup required. When
the water boils, remove the scum and
add for every quart of water two bay
leaves, four cloves, four peppercorns
and one onion, Let all boil gently for
three hours and then strain the soup
through a fine sieve and set it on the
fire. Mix two tablespoonfuls of flour
with one egg and milk enough to make
s thick paste, pour it slowly into the
sonp, stirring constantly until it is
cooked, andding a little chopped parsley.
The strained bone soup may be ulso
used for preparing any sort of soup.

Country merchants take notes
from farmers for supplies of groceries,
and implement dealers acquire big boxes
fullof 1 O U's.
