1t was m’g% of Couneil:

wmen by a vote of cight on Monday evening
Iast, that the seat in the council occupied by
D. R Selleck be declared vacani, and a
new election has been called on Tuesday
Sept. 24, t0 811 the vacancy. As this mat
ter has been altogether a personal one, we
hope that the contestant and the gentlewan
ousted will receive the nowmination for the
office. There haz been no dissatisfaction
expressed on the part of the voters, noteven
by the one whose vote would have made the
election a tie had it been admitted, and now
we think the matter has come to a countest
between the two gemtlemen above named.
If they are run for the office, the result will
indicate the feelings of the voters of the
Ward in relation to the matter, and it so
ought to be. We doubt the advisability of
the action of the board, and think, in these
times when every measure that is to incur
expense is voted down, it is hardly in kecp-
ing with the professed determination to con-
Juct city matters economically, to add the
expense of an additional city election. But
the fiat has gone forth—a new election is
ordered, and now let the claims of the res.
pective parties be duly canvassed, and de-
cided by the votes of the ward.

The resolution offered and passed at the
special meeting of the council, ameading
the resolutivn passed at the regular meeting
is one of the most peculiar Jegislative trans-
actions we have heard of. Wedo not know
Ly what suthority a resolution passed and
recorded can be amended by a succeeding
meeting as was done in this case. Thisis a
new parlia rule, and opens up a
process by which no end of amending can
be done. We don’t think this action will
stand.

And now, by the way, as we are writing

ask why it is that none of the reports.either
of the Treasurer, Citv Clerk, City Attorney,
Street Commissioner or other officials are
published. These are matters of interest to
the public, and which they have a right to
know. The money is spent, and probably,
to the best advantage; but it is the public's
money and they should know what becomnes
of it. We do not make these suggestions
with any disposition to find fault, but we
think this plan of confining the knowledge
of public expenditures to a few is a wrong
one, and easily to be remedied.

WATER.

At the last meeting of the Board ¢f Coun-
cilinen a commitiee of three was appointed
to consider some plan by which public wa-
ter can be introduced into the city. South
Norwalk is gaining an unenviable notoriety
this matter. Paragraphs are going
through the press of the State calling atten-
tion prominently to the fact that this city
is withont any means of subduing fire; that
water is lacking for manufacturing purpo-
There is no denying the fact, that

these reports (true in every particular) seri-
ously interfere with the prosperity of the
city. We have during the past week bad
instances Lrought to our attention of parties
visiting us with & view to locating and
building, and others bave asked us if it is
realiy true that we have no fire department
and no water. We have done the best we
could, without directly lyving, to make the
condition appear as well as possibie, but the
damaging fact cannot be gainsayed; and we
are compelled to admit, though reluctantly,
that there is more truth in these reports
than we would wish Again, our cotem-
porary, the Gazetle, takes every opportunity,
and we think a mean delight, in giving pub-
licity to this fact; but through it all can be
plainly seen a jealousy that rankles sorely,
as weli as a spirit to goad us into taking a
portion of the burden they are staggering
under from the debt contracted for their
water works. The proposition received
from the officials of the berough, some time
since, was so much one sided that no sane
community could entertain it.

We understand, and think the matter
should receive the attention of the commit-
tee, that the West Norwalk river would af”
ford better water, and a more sure supply,
than that obtained by the borough, and that
during this summer, while the stream that
supplies their reservoir has been dry, this
river has had plenty of water. Another
fact in relation to the borough's water
should also be taken into consideration.
With only themselves to supply they have
been upom short allowance for some time
past. If they have only water for them-
selves how will they supply this city, which
would probably use fully as much, if not
more than the borough. We think a sur-
vey should be made, to sscertain the feasi
bility of bringing water into the city from
‘West Norwalk river,before acting too hastily
in accepting propositions from the village
above us

New ENGLAND SCENERY.—BEAUTIFUL SIT-
UATION OF GREAT BARRINGTON.—GRAND
SUNSET SCEXE.-PURE AND INVIGORATING
AIR—TuB AXD SBack Racks,

MiLLER HOUSE, GREAT BARRINGTON, Mass.

It is only within a few years that Amer-
icans have awakened to the fact that our
own country coutains some of the finest
natural scenery in the world. I do not now
refer to the unique and startling wonders of
nature, such as those of the Rocky Mount-
ains, the Yellowstone, and the canons of the
Colorado. T mean the various and pictur-
esye beauties ot our New England. There
are two reasons why we have been late in
coming to an appreciation of these beauties.
One is that familiarity, even with the most
beautiful scenery, often produces a strange

indifference to its attractions. The other is

the return of our party fromm Mount Everett
the other day, asked us **if we succeeded
in getting any blueberries on the mountain!™
He actually thought we had made a journey
of sixteen miles, with a rugged clamber (;t
two miles, to gather blue berries. And
really I doubt whether one in fifty of the
people of this town have ever visited the
summit of this mountain, on whose grand,
sky-reaching dome their eyes have looked
out ever since they were born. Indeed it
was with some difficulty that our party
found any one to direct us by what route
we could reach the summit. The keen,
shrewd Yankee mind excels in ingenuity
ahd thrift, but almost lacks the esthetic
sense, the passion for the beautiful in na-
ture, the swell and uplift of the imagination.

But we are beginning to mend in this
respect. Within twenty years a great ad-
vance has been made. We are awaking to
the fact that after all man does uot live by
bread alone, nor even by the practical reli-
gion of common life alone. There are
“words proceeding out of the mouth of
God ™ in nature around us, speaking to him
who has the ear to hear, the heart to fcel
them. And with the awakening sensibility
comes the discovery that some of the most
picturesque and delightful scenery in the
world lies at our own doors among our own
New England hills.~

What could be finer than these Berkshire
Hills? Not rugged nor abrupt, but swell-
ing up out of the valleys with long smooth
shapes, forest-clothed on the higher sum-
mits, here and there uplifting a loftier dome,
overtopping the rest. Among them lie the
most charming valleys, a few hundred feet
or sometimes a mile wide.: In sueh an ex-
panded valley, along the banks of the Hous-
atonic, lies Great Barrington. Along the
western side stretches the Jong ridge, of
which Mt. Everett forms the crowning
dome. On the eastern side, overlooking the
town, stretches another ridge, reaching its
summit in 8 bold prominence called East
Rock. The two sides are carved like the
rounded galleries of an amphitheatre.—
Throagh the middle of the valley flows the
Housatonic, fringed on each side with trees
and bordered with smooth meadows, even
now green with the vivid verdure of June.
In the center of the amphitheatre rises a
a rocky hillock called Rock Peter, from
whose fop one overlooks the whole valley.
At evening when the long mountain, shad-.
ows are flung across the scene, and the
golden sunset gilds the summits, the view
has a most exquisite beauty. I saw this
view the other evening with those unique
embellishments with which nature delights
sometimes to adorn her every day beauty.
The sun was setting after a heavy shower.
Its light burst through a narrow rift in the
clouds, just before it disappeared below the
horizon. It was like the piercing C‘uﬂdi
a loving eye through a lattice.

T the Biiter of THR SENTINEL:

Your correspondent, signed Fricud of
Edueation, gives it very mildly when he
statos that what he knows abowt Commer-
clal Colleges, ts not in their favor, 1 have
known a college where a young an paid &
Jarge feo, and gt no olher equivalont for
his money, than a little instruction in foot:
ing up billy, and in Waking such entrios w
« bought or sold M'd'se for cash o on accty’
have known another such convern where
students paid in advance and had 10 bring
suit in a court to recover their money,
because they received no instruction at all;
have knowa a third coliege, where a manu-
script was laid before every student, from
which he was required to read and to eopy
the journal entries, to read and to copy them

again, so often, till he was supposed to un-
dclumd them by sheer reiteration, aund then
the sameo process was continne@ with the
ledger, until the student could not stand {t
anymore and ran away. [ had & student, a
young man twenty-three years of age, who,
after having spent two months with me,
with the little that he acquired in this short
time, went forth and established a school of
his own, calling it Commerclal College.
‘Fhese are abnormities to be sure, and can-
not be counted as a rule, but they are not
much relieved by the merits of their name:
sakes, which, with very few cxenptions, are
hardly more than writing schouls with a su-
perfilcial mstruction in bookkeeping and
arithmetic.

Strange contrast indeed, if you cowmpare
these colleges with the mercantile acndemies
in some States in Europe, which are regu-
lated by law, whose professors are appoint-
ed, and whose management is superintended
by the government, and whose overy grad-
uate must satisfactorily pass a very rigid
State examination before he roceives the
diploma, countersigned by the Board of
State Examiners. In our country the dip-
loma of a Commercial College, ia the prop-
er estimation of merchants, means that it is
hardly worth the paper, on which it is writ-
ten and the holder of it is either sent away
or placed in am inferior position. In Europe
the diploma signifies that the bearer is an
expert in commerdnl matters, and merchants
do not and would not employ others as
bookkecpers than such bearers.

It is surprising, that in a commercial Ra-

tion like that of the United States, commer-
cal education has sa long been left in pri-
vate hands to be neglected, abused, degraded;
and still more surprising is it to find public
opinion so little prepared for improvement,
“that it should require great exertions and an
army of convincing arguments to make it
appear beth possible and desirable for good
mercantile inatitutions to be established in
our country. Some merchants even go 8o
far as to declare that no institution is capa-
ble to fit young men as they need them:
But if European institutions can furnish
ready-made bookkeepeis and accountants,
who take and fill their desks without need
10 trouble any one.with questions, I should
think that the same could be done here.
Let me briefly state how commercial edu-
cation ought to be imparted, and everyenc
can draw from it his own conclusion, wheth-
er it really rests upon its ewn principles,
requiring special schools and speclally-train-
ed professors, and whether such schools are
possible and desirable. '
