The Fashions.
HINTS OF FALL STYLES

Some early hints of the styles to be worn
in the fall are gathered from the letters writ-
ten home from Ewiope by bLuyers for the
wholesale houses, These report that double
breasted garments have by no means scen
the height of their popularity, but will con-
tinue in favor for the fall and winter. The
English walking jacket, similar to the gar-
ment of that name worn last year, but more
closely fitted, will dispute favor with man-
tillas as fall wraps. A pretty garment, show
ing a compromise between these two wraps,
is already illustrated in French magazines
of fashion. The front has long mautilla
ends, the back is a snugly fitted jacket, and
the sleeves are coat-shaped.  This composite
garment is stylish and new, and will be
made of black cashmere or camel’s hair, to be
worn with various dresses, The double
breasted front will also be retained in polon-
aises and redingotes, of which fresh varieties
are prowmised. The sleeveless basque and
the jockey basque are still in vague abroad,
and will be found among imporations for
next season,

The puffed skirt is another Parisian sug~
gestion for fall dresacs, This is merely an
amply long basque and a single skirt; but
the skirt ia so elaborate that an overakirt
would be snperfluons, A long walking-skirt
of cambric is made, and plainly covered
with silk from the knee down. Outhisis
seweddihe silk skirt, held in lengthwise puffa
from the waist down, gradually widenii g
toward the bottom, and forming below a
hollow box-pleating that gives the effuet of
a flounce around the skirt, The puffs are
separated by ruches and a bow conceals the
eud of each ruche. The basque is deeply
peinted in froat and behind, and is quite
short on the hips, 1t is trimmed by a ruffie
of hollow pleats, graduated narrower on the
sides, and quite deep in back and froat,
This skirt ia new, but it 13 the outgrowth of
the fashion now prevalent of lung pufls in
the three front breadths, Ovurskirts on
many imported dresses are open in front
and lapped from side to side just below the
belt. There is a deep point on each side
and the back is caught by a sash almost to
the belt.—Harper's Bazar.

In two days his diarrheea was gone, in three
weeks he became a hale, fat man, and now
nothing that may hereafter occur will ever
shake his faith in hot milk.” A writer also
communicates to the Medical Gazette a state-
ment of the value of milk in twenty-six
cases of typhoid fever, in every one of which
its great value was apparent. It checks diar-
reea and cools the body. Pegple suffering
from diseases= regaire food as much as these
in health. Frequently 'afl ordinary féod in
certain diseases is rejeeted by the stomach,
and even icathed by the patient, but pature,
ever beneficent, has furnished a food that in
all diseases is beneficial—in some directly
curative. Such a food is milk. Dr. Alex-
ander Yale, after giving particular observa-
tions upon the points, viz: its action incheck-
ing diarrheea, its nourishing properties, and
its action in cooling the body, says: ‘‘* We
believe that milk nourishes in fever, pro-
motes sleep, wards of delirium, soothes the
intestines, and, in fine, is the sne gua non in
typhoid fever.” We have also lately tested
the value of milk in scarlet fever, and leara
that it is now recommended by the medical
faculty in all cases of this often very distress-
ing children’'s disease. Giveall the milk the
patient will take, even during the period of
greatest fever; it keeps up the strength of
the patient, acts well upon the stomach,
and 1s every way a blessed thing in this sick-
ness. Parents, remember it, and do not fear
to give it if your dear ones are afflicted with
this disease.

Eastman man has, after much labor and pa-
tience, invented a patenl vermia extermina.
tor, or steam bug smasher. The machine
consists of a furnace and boiler. The op-
erator gets up about 130 pounds pressure of
steam in the boiler, and then turns the blast
full upon some unfortunate flea, bug, cater-
pillar, or other pest.
