Noses,

The nose is comparatively a passive fea
ture of the face,  Unlike the cyes and
mouth, there is litde or no movement 1o ia-
dicate expression ; oceasionaly in some the
nostrils will dilate, but this only occurs
when the nostrils are large.

Indecd, some noses scarcely appear to
have n connection with the face; they seem
stuck on as appendages, whose only use is
their convenience for pulling.

Great sautfers often acquire this immo-
bility of nose, though the snuffing would
act somewhst as a guard against the pul
ling. Poets have sung, and novelists have
written of many kinds of noses, but it re-
mained for the poet Laureate to somcwhat
ennoble the hitherto much abused “snub”
under the more euphonijus tiile of *“tip
tilted.”

We have known many charmingly attrac-
tive girls with snub-nosrs—and, indeed have
always had a peachant for them, for we have
found the owrers to be nossesse of aumibil-
ity, bumor, drollery and common sens:. The
snub-noge, when ian enjection with cother
good features, will indicate a person who
will frequently rise higher in the world than
those with larger noses, who lack good hu-
mor and common sense. A perfect nose,
we are told, should be as long as the fore-
head is high and have a gentle indent at the
top between the upper eye lids. The front
should be level from the forehead to the tip
which latter should be neither hard nor soft.
It should be at least half an inch broad be-
tween the eyes. The bottom of the nose
should not be mote than one-third of iis
length. The nostrils should be pointed,
round below, gently curved, and, seen side-
ways, be divided into two equal parts by
the upper lip. Asto the size of the nose,
the medium is better; but a very large nose
is preferable to a very small one—the
large nose seldom sinks below mediverity.

The hook nose is a very unpleasant one to
look at. It is also called the agualine—per-
fecily arched from the forehead to the tip,
denoting great energy, acuteness, craft, uan-
scrupulousness, and ambitios, A nose
arched near the forehead denotes great pow-
er of conmand and energy. This is the
nose of Casar, of the Conqueror, and of the
late Duke of Wellington. This nose must
not be confounded with the hooked nose
mentivned above.

The famous Grecian nose, which forms
an almost straight line with the forehead,
has been much lauded; but such noses are
1n woman indicative of eoldness and affecta

tion, and when owned by a man, a shallow
mind. Small noses denote comparative
weakness of mind and character, though
otherwise such persons may be highiy esti-
mable,

REVIVAL OF OUR SHIPBUILDING
INTERESTS,

Iu the ship-yards of Connecticut and her
slater States there is nsouad of awakening
—a atirring and stretohing such as grevted
the prince whu aroused the enchantod
princess and her court fram  their stumber
of a hundred years It i nearly a quarter
of a century aince Ameriean ship- builders
have done anything neteworthy, The
diy when we built frigates which eonld be
mitehied nowhere in the waorld, whea our
privateers defled pumait, and the speed of
our packet ships neatly doubled that of
the vessela of any other aation, have been
growing dimmer and dimmer, 1f we eonld
build ships twenty-five years ago that, like
the Great Repahlic, distancal tho steawm
vessels that wepe seat 1o tow them thepe is,
of course, no re i why we should nat be
ahlo to do it now, were the opportuanity
glven us. Bat we have fllen out of the
race for superiority, ax every bady knows,
and for reasons which are, no doulit, fu-
witiar to all

Perhaps the great oncouragement which
England gave to hershi pbuilders will part-
Iv account for hee talking the lead of e
United Nuates, fastead of reaaining in the
rear whepe 2o long she had boeng bat it is
cortain that in o large me 8 v this waa
owing to a belief in the sup plo ity of iron
vessels, which, at last, has happily  been
ahown to be, o a great exteat, nnfounded,
Tt was between 1830 and 1833, if we reeol
legt wright, \hat in the conatruction of
wooden veasels & length waa  reached,
while buparting greator apeed, rendered it
ox remely ditienlt to impart strongth suffl.
clent to bear the groat strain to which
ships making twelve or fourteen miles an
hour are exposed ;. and at that point the
conviction began to gain ground that iroe
veasels, though  their first cost might be
greater, would feom their greater strength,
pay better in the end.

In the construction of iron ships, Great
Britain had, of course, & very great ad.
vantage ; and thus it happened that, while
silence bhegan to reign in the ship yards of
New London, Mystie, and along the banks
of the Connecticut, a great industry sprang
up on the Clydeand the utter ruin of thir
interésts stared our ship-builders in the
face.

Iron vessels, however, although they
have long held the supremacy, have to
some extent had their day. It is true that
they are as strong and serviceable as ever,
but the theory that they were sufficienily
superior to wewden ships to more than
counterbuladce the differcnce in their cost
has been daily losing adherents, while- at
Jast a fresh demand for wooden vessels
has sprung up. In their construction we
long led the van and can do it again.
From the smallest river craft up to the
staunchest ocean teamers, American ship
yards will turn out the best that can be
found anywhere in the world.

Since the time when our ship-building in-
dustry began to droop there has, more-
over, heen little havoe among American
timber, except such ns was accasioned bv
the demiands of the railroads, an 1 time hias
thus been given for a new growth of tim-
ber tospring up; so that to-day we hve
as much valuable oak, maple, cedar and
pine as may be neeled. We have the de-
mand. the material, and theskill, and may
hape shon to hear from all our ship yards
the cheapful sounds of life and activity,
and 1o find in steady emplovment a class
of artisans who are among the most valn-
able a country can have, hut who among
us have too long found “their occupation
gone.” '

Meantime, asa curious fact, it is to he
observed that even were the old demand
for iron vessels to remain as strong as it
haa been,the United States would no longer
be so honelessly out of the market; for,
owing to our great improvement in iren
manufactaring,Great Britain has lost much
of even that advantaze over us, and there
ia ta-day a ship bailder heluw Philandelphia,
near the region of iron founderies and coal
mines, who builds as good iron vessels as
they da on the Clyde, and as cheaply. His
ship vard is now the largest in the world,
and his arders test ll\ell' wtmost eapacity
— Norwalk Hour.
