The Attorney-General has rendered a de-
cision of the question of the right of the
Virginius to bear our flag. After examin-
ing this evidence, Mr. Williams decided that
the Virginius at the time of her registry
and later was in part at least owned by
Quesada, Mora and other Cubans. Section
4 of the act of Dec. 13, 1792, provides that
to obtain the registry of a vessel the owner
must swear that there is not a subject or cit-
izen of any fareign prince or state directly
or indirectly interested in such vessel or in
its profits or issues. The Attorney-General,
therefore, argues that the nominal owner of
the Virginius could not have obtained his

-
régistry without a false oath, and that the
registry being thus vitiated by perjury, the
Virginius cannot be deemed a vessel of the
United States, or entitled to the bhenefits or
privileges belonging to such vessels. This
decision will have but one practical result.
Spain will not salute our flag on Christmas
Day, but will tender instead a disclaimer of
intentional disrespect.

TRUANCY FROM SCHOOL.

Weapprehend that it is not generally
known that a stringent law of our State re-
quires our police to arrest and take to
school all children who are apparently tru-
ants. Chief Hodges, last week, in fulfil-
ment of his duty under this law, arrested a
boy who was a truant, and proceeded to
take him to the school. The boy resisted
with violence, tore the Chief’s clothing, and
threw a stone at him, whereupon he was
taken to the lock-up for Uireach of the
peace. As this was the first case of the
kind. he was leniently dealt with and dis-
charged without bail. But we are glad 1o
hear that Chief Hodges is determined to do
his duty in thisrespecl. As the Siate pro-
vides free education for all the children, it
reqnires that they shall epjoy its advan-
tazes. We call the attention of parents
and guardians to the provision of the law
on this subject :

The police in any city, and the baliffs or
constables in any borough or town, and the
sheriffs and deputy sheriffs in their respect-
ive counties, are empowered and required
to arrest any and all boys that are supposed
to be truants from'schoel, between the ages
of eight and sixteen years, habitually wand-
ering about the streets or public places of
the same, or anywhere bevond the proper
control of parents or guardians, during 1he
school term, and during the hours when
school is in session; and to stop at any
place within the limits of said city, borough
or town, any boy under the age of sixteen
years, during the usual public schonl hours
as aforesaid, and ascertain whether heis a
truant from school, or is emgaged in any
proper business; and in case he is a truant,
such truant shall be sent to the school of
which he is a member at the time of said
arrest.

OUT OF WORK.

We have in our fown many worthy peo-
ple who are out of work, and as a conse-
quence are in need of the comforts of life
In city and country shops and factories have
either clesed or curtailed expenses, discharg-
ing a part or the woole of the numver of
men and women employved because of hard
times.

Hard times to the shop owners means
curtailment to the employees it means no
food, no clothing, no comfort, little children
must cry themselves to sleep from cold and
bunger, and wo= stricken fathers and moth
ers, who bLut a few weeks befure were able
to provide them with all the necessaries and
a few of the comforts of life, will be
pierced through and through by their pite-
ous cries.

These parents have depended upon their
daily labor to supply their wants, and it
may be they have not practiced that econo-
my which bas enabled them to lay by a dul-
lar for the rainy day; but the wages of a
day laborer are not so large as to admit of
much saving in the best of times. This
class of men cunnot be be considered as
beggars, and it is useless now to accuse them
of improvidence. To such men the bread
of charity is bitter and without nourish-
ment. They will eat the crust if strving,
but workingmen and women must be em-
ployed or they loose their energy and hope.
Living by charity is death to their pride and
blighting to their future effor ; work and
compensation is what they need and must
have. Honor and sclf respect belong to
the poor as well as the rich. It is the poor
man’s pride to know that he owes no ma»
for a bite of bread or a night's lodging, and
he will suffer greatly before he will sacrifice
his pride,

There are men to-day whose families
need the necessaries of life, who fromm morn
till night vainly search for employment,and
it is plainly the duty of those who can to
furnish it, for men won't starve while there
isplenty to eat, and they will resort to force
to get it.

Town Repoirt,

To the Editor of Tk SENTINEL :—

As a correspondent in your last issue has
criticised some of the deings of t'.c annual
town meeting, would it be amiss to criticise
the report of the selectmen. The chairman
of the meeting, “who was also the chair-
mun of the Board of Selectmen,” while
reading the report took the time of the
meeting at nearly every item to make “a
few remarks” apparently to blind the peo-
ple and soften the matter. Did he fear
something might be uncovered to the meet-
ing if he did not fix things as he read with
his own constructions. The few remarks
made by Capt. Hubbell, relating to the pay-
ment of the debt, after the report was read
began to open the eyes of some of the peo-
ple. But all the reply he got, was, they are
all there, it is in the report, it will be print-
ed. Perhaps the inquiries might have la!
something to do with the pain in the stom-
ach, that caused the chairman to wish to he
relieved from presiding. Your readers will
perhaps think so, if they will carefully read
the printed report,

The selectmen report they have decreased
the town debt the last year §7816, when in
fact Ly their figures it is increased. Let us
see the process hy which they reach the
conclusion that the debt is reduced. It is
this, by “ uncollected” taxes amounting to
$14.870, the dcbt is reduced and interest
stopped on §7,816. Before those taxes are
collected, or they know how much of it
will be, certain it is they will not be in the
treasury 8o as to stop the interest right off,
if ever. The truth is the town is paying
interest on every cent of the debt they
owed on the first of December 1872, and
more too as I think can be shown by the re-
port. The selectmen horrowed for tempora-
1y uses, for the year 1873, until taxes could
be collected, $64,616 and of this they paid
back §63,825. By this statement of theirs,
iustead of decrensing the amount of the
debt, it has beem increased by them §1,791.
Their statement amounts to just this, there
i3 $14,870 of uncollected taxes to be callect-
ed, if they can be, within the next aix
months, out of which we, the selectmen of
the town have the past year decreased the
debt of the towa $7,816. It looks really as
if they lacked nearly the amount of “uncol-
lected” taxes to square their accounts and
put-the town financially where they found
1t at the beginning of last vear. It would
seem that the town ia paying interest on
more debt now, than they was on the first
of December, 1873. At that time, by the
report, the debt was §134,781, with §005¢4
cash in the treasury. On the first of De-
comber 1878, by the report, the debt was
$136,323, with only §3,799 cash in the treas-
ury. Now where does the “ great decrease"
in the debt come in, when they have not
taken up the first dollar, but it is to be done
“ when the uncollected taxzes are in." This
report of the sclectmen isa stunner. It
looks very much as if the debt on the first
of December, 1873 was - §138,314, being an
increnseol $3.333 the last year. Perbaps
some of the merchants and brokers of New
York, who have gone under during the
panic, would like to borrow our selectmen
to show them how to pay off debts they
owe by their ** uncollected accounts.” Waa
