A very singular report has reeently beeu 
issued by tbe Gazau of India upon tha num· 
ber of deaths from the attack of wild beasts 
throughout the counlry. It is difficult to 
realize the fact" involved in these remarks· 
ble columns of statistics. We are accustom· 
611 to read of isolated cases of the destruc­
tion of a few hunters in the jungle by tigel"!! 
or elepbanlll; but bere we have a record 
ihowiog that in the war between men lllld 
wild beasts, the men have, to a great extent, 
nol only \be worst of the contest, but the 
beasts foll<>w up their victory nnt.il a man· 
eating tiger creates such terror in a district 
that ·• whole villap are depopulated, public 
rotlda and thoroughfares are rendered literally 
unapproachable by human beings even in 
broad daylight, and thousands of acres of 
once cultivated land "re entirely deserted 
and consigned to the growth of vegetation, 
to offer in their tum safe coverts to these 
noxious animals." The go-,.ernment, of 
course, hns not been idle. Various means 
have ~en devised to mitigate the pest, but 
wl~·iery little success, as the figures we are 
al,>oil.t to quote will pro.-e. The nggre~ate 
nu~r of dc:ltbs in tLe onslaught of "·Ud 
besets in the provinces of llladras. Bombay, 
Bengal, the northwestern pro,·inccs, Punjab, 
Oudh. cPntral provinces. Cour!(, Hyderabnd 
and Bri_Ueb Burmnb, for three years, amounts 
to twelYe tbousnnd, tl.-e hundred and fifty­
four. Tbc denths from snake-bite, over the 
same nrc:~, come up to twenty-five thousa.ntl, 
six hundred and sixty-one. So that from 
both cnuses there is a huge total of mortali­
ty scoring thirty-eight tbousnnd, two ,hun­
dred and eighteen persons, wlw lJaYC come 
to a. violent or lingering <>nd in wUat to us 
secme n strnnge fashion. It is not nec('S.~ry 
or d•sir1lble, f>C{haps, to dwell upon the na· 
ture of the pnin or fright which must seize 
the victim vdJo is dragged down to be tbe 
prey of the tiger, or who is wound•d by lbe 
deadly fangs &f the .,.,bra serpent. Dr. Li~­

ingstone !1as told us thM when n lion seized 
him. the shake wlieh the crealure gaTe him. 
was like that. which a cat gir-es to a mouse, 
seemed to kill within him the very sense of 
danger or fear, so thnt he rcmnined pnssivP, 
thou""h not unconscious in tJ1e grnsp.. But, 
on tl~e other hand, we baT"c only to glance 
into the stories of the Indian bunters, to find 
tales of the swoop of the tiger on a native, 
and then the plunge with the shrieking quar­
ry into thP forest, which gil"C5 the most con­
vincing proof tbnt not to e\·cr}· one <locs 
death in this dreadful manner come ll&<'.alm­
ly 88 it ~e<' mt>d to be :1pproriebin~ Dr. Lh·· 
ing-f'tone. 

nut are there uot bunters, 1ni,z:hty bunters 
in India~ Th(' army or ~hikan~ is in 
trulU entirely insufficient to rope with its 
antngonisto. T~ gm·ernu•cnt gives large 
rew:u11s for the destruction uf the terrible 
game. th.e bagging of which is o nry differ· 
en\ matter iodeed from the performances al 
the Norfolk coverts, or on the Scotch moors. 
But. the no lives arc uot courageous enough 
to h&IUe determinedly and cffccti,·ciy against 
their quadruped cuemie•. It is only the odd 
Englisbmun who ean protrrt them, aud to 
whom- a villag(", 1iger-ritlden. so to speak, 
will appeal to be rid of their oppre;;sor, who, 
v~ry like the drngoo of old, must be fed on 
man·JB<>ut, ftnd helps himself to the fare Ill· 
most whenever he feels the stimnlous of ap­
petite.

They enter· 
ed and found a swarthy woman who looked 
lo be se~eaty·flve . She was painted, jewel· 
ed, and dressed like an lndi!ll' in all respects. 
Nothing but her hair nod her covered skin 
indicated her origin. Tbt•y got an inter· 
prcter, nsked_her name, and \\"here she was 
born "How £'arne that nail ~one"" said the 
eldest si~ter. She answerctl, "my elder 
brotller pnunded it off when I was s. little 
child in the shop." They had discovered 
the long·los1 sister.. They. asked her ChJis.. 
tinn name. She had forgotten it. •• Was it 
Frsncesf' As if _smitten by a revelation, 
si.Jc ans·wcrcd" Yes .. " It wns tllc first time 
she bad beard it pronounced in sixty years.

She had two daughters, both 
mar rietl, who, tbirty·four years ago, lived in 
ail the glory of Indian cabins, deer skin 
clothes, lllld cow okin head-dresses. They 
had hors{'S in abundanc(', and when the In­
dian sistf:'r accompanied her new n"latives, 
she bridl.-d her horse and mounted it astride. 
At night she slept on the fioor, with her 
blanket around her. They eonld not per­
suade her to return to \Vilkesbarre,even when 
the Invitation was extended to her children. 
Sh<' W.d always lived with the Indians, tbey 
had been kind to her, and she promised ber 
last husband on Ais death-bed she would 
never lea.-e them. It is now nearly ninety· 
fin-" '\"l'&rs since this while child was torn 
fro!~ her parents, home in Wyoming Valley. 
She herself bas been gathered to her fa· 
thers, and most of her double family who 
were living in 1838, with the exception, I 
belie•·e of Mr. Joseph Slocum, one of the

NABROW GuAGE RAILRoADS.-The Den· 

ver and Rio Grande narrow guage railroad 
baa just beell compll'ted, <UJd ia thoroughly 
snccemful ao far as all tests thus far •pplled 
can detennine. It is seventy-ilix miles long, 
and passes tb rough a region full of natural 
barriers, w bere the task of building an ordi· 
nary railroad -would hne been almost too 
great lo justify the effort. Tbe trial trip 
over the Denver road took place November 
27th. The road at the time -was not ballast­
ed, but even then an average speed o{ ftfleen 
miles per bour Willi maintained, &Del atllmes 
a rate of thirty miles was reached. The 
road has a three fout track, the ties are six 
and one half feet long, and the banks have a 
twelve feet cut. The iron weighs thirty 
pounds to the yard. and is fastened with fish 
plate joints. Tbe maximum curvature is 
six degrees to one hundred feet. The Penn· 
sylvania Central has nine degrees, and the 
Union Pacific twelve degrees. The mui· 
mum grade is se.-enty-tlve feet to the mile. 
while the Denver Pacific, rising to the North 
Divide, between Greeley and Cheyenne, bas 
ninety feet, the Union Pacific one hundred 
and twelve, and the Baltimore and Ohio one 
hundred and sixteen. The C06t of the road 
as now equipped was _thirteen thol!sand, five 
hundred dollal"!! to the mile. The engines 
were made ln "l'hlladefphla lllld the nills 
were brought from England, freight having 
added one-third to the cost of tt.e road. The 
narrow guagc being thus a fact, it may be 
well to notice a lew of its ad'l'antages. ·The 
cal"!! are lighter, nod having less momentum 
are easier to control than those on the wider 
tracks; the center of grn.-ity in the small 
cars is t.en per cent. lower lb..,. in the larger 
ones, hence the cars are less likely to over­
tum, and the whole weight of the !rain be­
ing less, collisions must be ll$8 .-ioleot, lllld 
not only are they more conYenient for pu­
sengers who are 81 least able to sit aloae if 
they wish, which is 11 privilege that none 
bnt ladies and carpel bnp presume to in tbe 
cars in commcn nsc here . .As regards freight, 
the cars are not so cnmbersome and can he 
dragged I.Jy horso-. power ns easily as hlll'86 
cars, so that in Denver, the expense of drny­
age is to be obviated by street delivery. The 
less cost, the greater sdety, and th.e greater 
conycnience argue forcibly in favor of such 
roods, particnlarly as feedero of great 
through lines, llll<l as a means of connecting 
important cities with U·e numerous to'WDS 
that are always to be found within 3 radius 
of kn or fifteen miles of them..
