Questions and Course of Instruction for
Union School Scholars.,

Look directly overhead at 7 o'clock
and notice how four stars of the second
magnitude form an almost perfect square
a little larger than Orion. This is Peg-
asus, the winged horse, ‘who plays a
hrﬁa part in some of the Grecian myths,
In line with the westernmost stars of
this square and very low on the southern
horizon 18 a star of the first magnitude,
the Southern Fish. That white band
which crosses the heavens overhead and
made up of myriad stars is the Milk
Way. Very high in the sky is Dene£
which marks the place of the Swan in
the Milky Way. Farther west and a
little north is another first magnitude

- star, Vega of the Vulture; directly south
from Vi is Altair of the Eagle, whicl
forms with Vega and Deneb nearly
rightangled trnangle. Nearly all the
stars we see, except the planews, have
maintained for many thousand years, or
since man first began observations, near-
ly the same relative positions, They are

erefore called fixed stars, -

1 desired you to observe the Big Dip-
por and determine what star it revolved
around. It does not revolve at all, but
the earth in its revolution gives it that
appearance. It is over the second star
in the handle of the Dipper that the star
with which I wish you to test your eye
gight is to be found. It is sometimes
called the Cavalier. It will only be on
very clear nights you can see it at all,
for the Dipper is very low now. Iknow
of nothing about which there isso much
dispute as the Little Dipper. Some
think it is what you know as the Pleia-
des, some mistake the square of Pegasus
with the handle in a curve from the
northeastern star toward the northeast,
But this curve marks the place of An-
dromeda, an unfortunate princess who
was chained to a rock in order to allay
the ravages of a ferocious sea monster.
Some have mistaken the letter M for the
Dipper. You can find the letter M by a
line from Pegasus to the North Star,
midway between the two. But this is
really Cassiopeia, whose vanity got An-
dromeda into such a terrible scrape. In
fact that sea monster would have long
since have devoured Andromeda had
not Perseus flown to her rescue on the
winged horse Pegasus, carrying in his
hand the head of the Medusa. This was
80 horrid that it changed the beholder
to stone. Perseus is directly east from
the letter M or Cassiopeia; and Medusa's
head, in which every hair was a serpent
between him, and Andromeda a little to
the east is made up of small stars. But
the Little Dipper is really next the north
star, The North star is at the end of
the handle, and when the Big-dipper is
below the North star the Little Dipper is
wesat of it. Four of the stars are of the
fifth magnitude, so it is very indistinct,

It is with such silly yarns of winged
horses, Medusa's heads, chained loveli-
ness and heroic dariing that the Latin
poets captivated the earlier world, and
they repeat their triumph with every

ing of the Tanglewood Tales in
childhood. When the genius of Haw-
thorne beats the gold of thogse old tales
into fanciful shape we derive an exqui-
site pleasure, in childhood. But what
shall we say when such pabulunm is given
to those years of youth when one must
re for life. "Is that putting away
childish things. But perhaps Virgil,
who will furnish the minds of those
studying Latin with myths and stories
of the fallen divinities of the ancient
world, will furnish them with sonie glow-
ing images and episodes which will fire
their hearts with patriotic ardor or in-
¢ite them to noble, virtuous lives. He
will instead give them images and epi-
sodes that shall make their faces burn
and their tongues falter when they read.
Is it shameless to mention this? 1t is a
thousand times more shamelass to allow
a class of youth to read it, and not mere-
ly to read it but study every word of
every shameless passage,

The-day for Latin is past. Practical
men declare against it. Practical teach-
ers declare it has no educative influence,
but rather dissipates the attention or
fixes it on unimportant details. Itisan
article of luxury and not at all of use,
and if my words deter one from study-
ing it, I shall esteem as nothing that
flood of dirty water which has been
emptied so continually on my head in
the last few weeks. . COMMON SENSE.

A Q. dzen’s"” Defense of Latin.
» A our correspondent ‘‘Common Sense™
expresses great contempt for the study
of Latin. Not only i1s it of no use,
but it is the cause of most of the faults
in English composition usually thought
to arise from ignorance or some
kindred source. The commentaries
of Ceesar yield ‘“onlyfortuitous col-
locations of words,” and ancient litera-
ture, history and tradition are brushed
aside with contempt, Is Common
Sense quite sure that he approaches
this subject in that state of ‘‘pleased
sentiency” becoming such a philosopher?
If the study of the Latin language has
such an effect on our own how happens
it that so large a proportion of the
writers of established reputation have
had some knowledge of Latin, and many
of the greatest of them have been ac-
complished Latin.scholars. Let me call
attention to a few cases of the kind:
Lo Bacon was a master of strong
Saxon-English fully equal in directness
and point to that used by Common
Seunse himself, yet most of his works
were first written in Latin. This great

writer and thinker in his Wisdom of the"

Ancients also finds more in the Grecian
and Roman myths than Common Sense
is ahle to find. Milton wrote Latin
. but his ability to do this did not

quite spoil the quality of his English
verse. Addison was an accomplished
Latin scholar, notwithstanding which he
has written essays that have long served
as examples of the purest English. They
have been commended to us by genera:
tions of authors and scholars, and even
i Dr. Franklin toock them as
models for his own composition. Our
old version of the Bible, that ‘‘well of
Eaglish undefiled,” was the work of the
classical scholars of England, men versed
Greek and Latin. ow does Com-
Sense reconcile the above facts with

ws he has given us! In regard to

s Commentaries, I will quote the
ginion of an eminent English historian.
Common Sense this work yields

not, he is placed in the tion of one
who for some reason best known to him.
self would work an injury to our public
schools and those who are quietly doing
faithful and efficient service in their
management and instruction.

For the reason that Commmon Sense

does not value Latin as a study, is evi-’

dence that he has but little,if any,knowl-
edge of it. He reminds me of a laborer
who once worked for us, who said, ‘he
did not see what use an eddication was
any way.” It is said that Henry Ward
Beecher has the greatest command of
words of any person hving, and much of
the force of his language consists in its
simplicity, that a child can understand,
“whose meaning is not clouded by big
words,” and he is one of the learned men
of this age. It would be very strange if
he were not a Latin scholar. England’s
Chief Justice has made a visit to this
country, and while at Yale College, in
his address to the students, tried to im-
press upon them the importance and ne-
cessity of the classicsas a study. 1If it
is of so Ihttle importance as Common
Sense states why is it that a certain
number “of books of Virgil and of the
Illiad are required before entering col-
lege. A man once said of his son that
he made him a farmer because it was
the foundation of living, so Latin may
almost be faid to be the foundation of
our language, ag the Romauns occupied the
land from. which sprang our mother
tongue long before the Saxon invasion.
A reason why itshould not be underrated
as a study is that it is an excellent dis-
ciﬁline for the mind, for generally they
who study it think quickly, and the clas-
sics as astudy give onea choice of words
and culture that the mere English does
not give. It may be pleasant ‘“‘to learn
the Earth at will and soar to Heaven,
and read the glorious visions of the
skies,” but while on earth we should like
to know from whence came, and who
were the Anglos. If he would pause in
his instructions of the heavenly bodies,
which can be easily learned from Smith's
school as'ronomy, and inform one of the
ignorant ones from whence came the
term Anglo? Isit synonymus with the
Angles, a tribe occupying so much terri-
tory of Britain that it gives its name
Angleland or England. A READER.

To Singers.

For the low notes of the female voice
from middle C upward to F the mouth
should only be opened the width of a
finger; from F to C gradually opened to
the width of two fingers; from C to high
F sharp gradually wider to the width of
three fingers. So, it seems, the uniform
rule of opening the mouth to the width
of two fingers is incorrect. The high
notes of the male voice are best formed
with the teeth separated only the width
of a finger, and the mouth should be
opened wider the lower the tone to be
produced. The lips, if thick, deaden the
tone. They should, therefore, be drawn
rather tightly againet the teeth., It was
for this that the direction of most sing-
ing teachers has been: assume a pleased
expression of the countenance, because
thus the corners of the mouth are drawn
back and the lips tightened. But if any
have thin lips t ez should not do so.

The tongue is the greatest hindrance
to correct singing. That dull, ruffled
tone, having no fullness and no reson-
ance, which we frequently hear, is be-
cause the root of the tongue rises and
makes the aperture through which the
sound must flow too small. If it is na-
sal it is because the tongue directs the
stream of vocalized air too far back.
But if the tip of the tongue lie lightly
against the front lower teeth, if the root
of it be very much de , if there be
a kind of groove the whole | h of the
tongue, as when one sings the vowel
sound a in man, then the tone which re-
sults will be the best possible. It is val-
uable to every one to watch the opera-
tions of the vocal organs before a glass,
as they can thus determine the correet-
ness of their mode of singing.

WHY SUNDAY IS A ““GOOD THING."

All languages have “been expanded and
suriched by slang, and it would not be toc
much to say that all figurative -speech con.
sists cither of anthorized or of unauthorizec
slang.

The verb ** to monkey " which is only a
yoar or two old, and s as yet pure slang, it
svidently to become in course of time a
legitimate »X)p:ression. Its primary meaning
is > busy one's self in ways other than
atilitarian.  The amatenr painter or musi.
cian ** monkeys ™ with art, and the political
theorist who invents impracticable reforms

may b: said % * monkey ™ with p-)hma
Thn verb is oceasionally used as a synonyn
for the expression ‘‘to busy one's self’
with anything, but it cannot legitimately
be used of honest, nseful work, except when
such work is either badly done or is under-
tiken as a recreation rather than as a legiti-
mate business.

Who invented the verb ““to monkey™
will probably never be known, but the in-
ventor *“ monkeyed ™ with the English lan-
guage better than he knew. The word is so
full of meaning, and differs by such delicate
anl subtle shades from the legitimate words
most closely related to it in meaning, that
it will win its place in the ranks of grave
and regular language. Already it hat
ascended from tee side valk and is met with
arowing frequency—though as yet clad in
quotation marks —in the columns of news.
papers.  Our descendants will use it with.
sut a thonght of impropriety.

A still more recent example of slang is the
ironical request of the street boy to a con-
seited ard boastful oppounent to ** come off
the root.* The request needs no explana-
tion.
